1. Members update  
· Hurley Burley newsletter has been applying for an Awards for All grant. The application is nearly finished but there are still some concerns about it not being seen as a ‘new’ project.

· Littlebeck Trust have nearly finished their Awards for All application but need to sort out some bank details.

· Unity Day theatre tent – Tony has completed an application for Oblong’s Can Do fund for £500. He will need another £1000 or so and some support.

· Hyde Park Music Project (Brian) ran their first session at Wrangthorne church on Sunday, which went well. Jess is supporting the project.
· Common Conversation have done 2 more applications for funding. Allen Lane are sounding positive. A new conversation (no teaching) has started on alternate Tuesdays and Wednesdays.

· Green Cat theatre project (Steve Diello) need some help with funding. Will meet with them next week.

· Ghanaian Action for Community Development have joined Oblong and the Design Collective are doing a website with them.

· Unity Day kids area (Immi) need help with funding. Ralph (contact via Irish Health and Homes) may be able to do a free Punch and Judy show for them.

2. Can Do Investment Funds

We have the responsibility but not money yet! First panel 9th April (Burley and Hyde Park) with one application but Little London and Woodhouse panel is cancelled until next month.
We have invoiced Leeds Primary Care Trust and Leeds Federated Housing for investments of £5000 each, which will give us £15,000 for the year. We need around £36,000 to give out three grants at each monthly panel.
Louise gave an update of where the various grants applicants and awardees are up to. There are 5 people left to phone but she has sorted out most of the backlog.
